Choices for Post-Reading Response to The Girl Who Owned a City
(social studies connection) What type of 'government' does Lisa offer the kids of Glenbard?  What about Tom Logan's 'government' of the Chidester gang?  How do they compare to the representative democracy, with voting, we regard highly here in the US?  Are Lisa and/or Tom's styles better or worse suited to the changed circumstances of the world?

What are Lisa's positive and negative character traits?  Which traits help her to be a good leader/organizer?  Are being a good leader and being 'nice' incompatible?

Address the theme of “taking responsibility”.  How is it shown in book?  How do different characters react to the responsibilities that they face?  What lessons might the author be trying to teach about responsibility?
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Literary Response to The Girl Who Owned a City

Literary response: An essay in which you analyze and evaluate something about a book.  This is a combination of book recap, your own opinions, and comparisons with other books/articles/ideas.

1st section: Intro and Recap


-short recap of story, including the ending, so reader is familiar with the main points of the story

2nd section: Analysis of Topic or Theme


-discussion of a question or theme related to the book


-this is your opinion, WITH EVIDENCE


-good segues:  “TGWOAC addresses the theme of…..”  or “TGWHOAC brings up the question of….” or “TGWOAC raises some interesting points about…..”

3rd section: Personal Opinion/ Conclusion


-wrap up essay with more direct thoughts on what you liked or didn’t like about the book and its themes


-conclude with a statement of the value/interest/recommendation of the book
